All artists are asked to send us a fairly complete draft and illustration of their proposal for
the committee’s consideration. The selected winner will then finalize the artwork and
submit the completed image.

The location of
the Pride event is the lush, grassy riverfront meadows of Guerneville Lodge. Organized by the
Russian River Sisters’ Sonoma County Pride Planning Committee, the 2012 events will feature
more GLITTER, more GLAM and more INDULGENCE! There will be a full line-up of great
entertainment, family-oriented games and activities. Pride 2012 will see the return of Lilith’s
Lounge, the Radical Faerie Freedom Village, and the Pride in Wine Country Terrace for more
mature revelers.
